Volunteer Responsibilities at St. Bernard’s Hot Meals
Student Volunteers will be assigned different responsibilities each week.  By the end of their two month session, they will have had the opportunity to complete each of the volunteer responsibilities.  Students must Sign In and Sign Out with one of the Volunteer Coordinators at each meal in order to receive service hour credit.

Sign In (Must sign in every meal…check in for date and time and name tag)

Set up Social Hall (Tables, chairs and place settings)

Prepare Meal (Variety of preparation responsibilities)

Greet Guests (Shake hands, welcome guests and offer small talk)

Prayer (Hold hands with our guests during the Blessing before the meal)

Serve the Meal (In the kitchen on the food line, restock trays, carry trays to dining room or pour hot and cold drinks)

Clean Up - Dining Room (Pack up all items to be saved and put them in the storage room.  Carry all plates, cups, etc. to kitchen to be washed.  Wash tables and mop up spills.  Stack chairs on tables.  Sweep floors.  Bag up trash & take it to the dumpster.)

Clean Up - Kitchen (Wash dishes, pots, pans, etc. by hand and dishwasher.  Put everything away.  Store leftover foods.  Clean stove, ovens counter tops, sinks.  Wipe down cabinets, refrigerators, freezers, counter tops.  Sweep and mop floor.)

Sign Out (Must sign out every time…See Volunteer Coordinator.  After she/he has confirmed that all jobs have been completed, your service hour sheet will be signed for the hours worked that day.)

Please remember - Your safety is a priority!!!!!

St. Bernard Church is an inner city Parish serving the needs of many street people.  People living on the street use any means possible in order to survive day to day.

Parents who are dropping off their son/daughter for a meal must walk them in to the Social Hall to check in.

Parents must arrive by 6:45PM and walk into the Social Hall to pick up their student at the end of the meal.  Please note:  The student will be expected to stay later than 6:45PM if clean-up has not been fully completed. 

Students may NOT go outside alone during volunteer hours and they may NOT wait outside for a ride.

Students must check with one of the Volunteer Coordinators before leaving the building at the end of their volunteer hours.
